[1] Information about personal data protection when using Google Meet
The Faculty of Science, Charles University (faculty) uses Google Suite tools for its electronic communication. Google Suite is run by Google Ireland Limited (Google) and it includes Google Meet. As the faculty has good experience with this tool, it is used for online examination. 

The faculty has signed an agreement with Google Ireland Limited (Data Processing Agreement) that guarantees personal data protection of its users, including therefore users of Google Meet. The Google company guarantees the faculty with the compliance to the General Data Protection Regulation 2016/679 (April 27, 2016) on data protection and privacy of individuals, circulation of personal information and cancellation of the 95/46/ES regulation. The content of the Data Processing Agreement is available at the legal department of the faculty upon previous request. The agreement was signed between Google and the faculty, not the whole university; therefore Google Meet is not included in the Charles University’s recommended tools for online teaching. Due to this situation, the faculty asks the students to agree to the use of Google Meet for online examination. 
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
