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In 2009 we celebrated twenty years since falling of Berlin wall and Iron Curtain in CEE region. GEOREGNET summer schools will try during their performances to cover some topics in systematic way. This summer school, which will take place in August and September 2010 in Olomouc, will focus more on selected topics of transition and transformation in CEE region. Main topics will be:

· the general framework of socioeconomic transition 
· the political, cultural and economic aspects of integration and its impact on socioeconomic geography of CEE 
· the role of foreign direct investment and socioeconomic geography of CEE
